He is also making progress in our ongoing dialogue with SBR, which can be a
tedious job. Leo Raab, Chairperson of the Facilities Comimittee, has all plans in order for redoing
Golfside Circle, the recycling pad, and the parking lot. A big job, that has been well thought out and
funded, is underway.

Dick Scott has had many challenges on the EC Committee. Needless to say, he also can be very
tenacious in protecting the interest of Bristol Harbour. Fines have been levied on those that disregard
our rules and regulations, and your home values have been protected. This is one of the main reasons
for the existence of the EC, and if rules and regulations had not been in place and followed, you
would have homes built that would have devalued many properties in Bristol Harbour. Our
restrictions are more stringent than the Town of South Bristol, and by being so; your values have
been protected.

Some residents would like to apply the rules where they like, and disregard them when they are
inconvenienced. But, you can not have it both ways. We have had some troublesome comments
from neighbors that, to me, are harmful and thoughtless. This is especially true in regard to insurance
requirements and assessments. We all wish you would remember that this is a volunteer board that
puts in countless hours on your behalf.... we are not paid experts, we are volunteers and everyone
takes their job very seriously. On behalf of the whole board, I would suggest that those with the
biggest complaints volunteer for the board or a committee, or just attend a meeting to say what you

On a brighter side, we are grateful to Chet Starowitz for editing and preparing the Villager, which
has become an integral part of our life. He and Jan, along with Jim and Polly McCarthy have also
kept our library, one of the busiest spots at the community center, up to date. We have also approved
additional needed shelving that had been requested by that committee. The additional space with be
under the American flag in the center of the library.

Please also remember that there is a separate application to allow library users to gain access to the
library for extended hours. Your entry card can be programmed for this purpose. Please contact
Michelle to have this done.

We have also made significant changes in the operation of the Community Center. The Building
Committee has functioned for nearly five years. Now that the Community Center is completed and
fully operational, the Board decided that it can now take its rightful place and operate under the
Facilities Committee. Accordingly, that committee was officially dissolved at the last board meeting.
Rich Russ, who designed the building, will continue to be active with Leo Raab, chair of the Facilities
Committee. All of us on the board and on behalf of all in Bristol Harbour give their heartfelt thanks
to all who have served on the Building/Community Center Committee, which has been chaired by
Dave Eldon for many years. The community now has a facility that will serve the community well
for years to come. We appreciate the many dedicated hours supplied by that committee.

On a down note, I am saddened to report that Patt Jones, former Chairperson of the Recreation
Committee, has left Bristol Harbour for Farmington. She does so for various reasons. The drive for
her other volunteer work and to her grandchildren will be lessened. For all of the many activities
Patt has brought to our community, we give her thanks and wish her well. She will be sorely
missed.

At the last monthly meeting, Melanie Eisenberg was appointed to be the chair of the Recreation
Committee, and also to take Patt’s place on the BHVA Board. As a long time and active resident, we
welcome her to both positions and are confident her abilities will do us well.

Last, but not least, we could not function as we do without our current staff. Michelle, with the
assistance of Lucinda, has been tireless in making sure we all have the many documents and reports
that we work with. They handle countless hours of visitations and calls from residents and answer
innumerable questions, regardless of their work load. Kevin has his capable hands full with the
Condos, and all of them are fortunate to have the helpful staff that they have. All of them are thanked
again, for making Bristol Harbour a better and nicer place to live, even with all of our necessary rules,
regulations and assessments.

Leo Raab reported that the Golfside Circle repaving project bid has come in under the budgeted
amount of $140,000.

Contractor Insurance - A Mandatory Requirement - Why?

About five or six years ago, the EC Committee started adding an insurance requirement to approvals
for work to be done on homes in Bristol Harbour. At first, there was reluctance on the part of either
homeowners and/or contractor to supply the insurance. As other places where contractors work
made the same requirement, acceptance has become nearly 100%.

The reason is to assign liability with the person, persons or company responsible. Limits of liability
required are stated on the EC application as well as on the approval form. In the case of Bristol
Harbour Village, it removes most of the liability for injury or damages from our residents and
owners, as well as the Village. With general liability, wherein BHVA is named as an additional
insured, the contractor’s insurance company agrees to defend BHVA, as well as their contractor.

The result has been to lower the insurance costs for BHVA, and to insure better protection for all of
our residents and owners. Under the provision for Workers” Compensation, a certificate from the
confractor’s insurance company, or a waiver, signed by the contractor, stating that they have no
employees is required. Especially in the contracts involving height requirements, such as for roofing,
the state law has a very strict liability statute. If it can be shown that an injured worker was legally an
employee, and there was no insurance, the owner and BHVA can be held liable for injuries,
regardless of fault.

We want to make sure, as completely as possible, that we are all given the most protection possible.
Please remember that this requirement applies to contractors working on the BHV premises, and is
not required of BHVA employees, owners, residents or guests. During the last couple of months we
have been seriously challenged, in very unpleasant terms, that we do not know what we are doing
and their contractors do not have to comply. Please be advised that this is not the case, it is out of
order, and can not be tolerated, for the benefit of everyone.

Over 95% of contractors have the required coverage now, and the program has been extremely
effective from a safety as well as cost standpoint. We would like this to continue and this is the
reason that the EC Committee and the BHVA Board of Directors makes this a mandatory
requirement. Most of you and your contractors understand and we all thank you for your
cooperation.

PICKLEBALL NEWS AT THE HARBOUR

We are very pleased to announce that Bristol Harbour now has two permanent Pickle ball courts.
The net posts, nets, and the lines are now in place and ready for action!! Last summer, the initial
response to this sport was very big and now we are ready to launch a very complete program for all
of our residents. Qur programs will include teaching clinics for beginners, organized play with very
structured coaching during these playing sessions, and free time for all to get on the courts and enjoy
this great sport.



Background Info:

** Pickle ball is a mini tennis game played on a court % the size of a tennis court. A special paddle is
used to hit the pickle ball, a very hard plastic sphere that resembles a waffle ball.

** This is the fastest growing sport in the USA and can be enjoyed at all levels of play. At the high
levels of play, the ball is hit with a lot of pace and is a very fast reflex sport with all of the signs of a
fast tennis game. Each hard fought point includes serves, volleys, forehands, backhands, spins, soft
touch shots, overhead slams, passing shots, and a lot of finesse.

** Beginners totally enjoy this sport. It can be played at a relatively slow pace with your peers and
everybody appreciates the natural social interaction that always occurs in all games, at any level.

** Qur teachers will guide you very carefully into this sport. We will tell you where you can buy your
equipment (paddles, balls, and tennis shoes) on the internet pickle ball sites. For the very beginning
lessons, we will let you use our “spare” paddles. After a short period of time, you will want to have
your own equipment so that you can go down to the courts on your own time to practice and play
with friends.

** Fritz Fouquet is a Certified Pickle ball Instructor (beginner, intermediate, and advanced players) in
the Villages, Florida. Len Ceglie is an experienced player and has enrolled in the training program in
the Villages and plans to get certified in the fall. Barbara Fouquet and Ellyn Ceglie are very
experienced players and will help in our teaching program. Marilyn Noffsinger is an avid tennis
player and a quickly advancing pickle ball player. Our teaching team will totally enjoy helping you
to gain the necessary skills to play this wonderful sport.
